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Message from the Superintendent

The recent events at Chardon High School have caused many school districts
to refocus their attention on school safety. At Crestview, the Board of Education is 2
committed to providing a safe, positive and nurturing environment for all of our |
students. The Board further believes that school administrators, students, parents and § |
local law enforcement officials must work together to provide for the safety and i L
welfare of students while they are at school or a school-related event or are on their
way to and from school. The first step in addressing school safety issues is to assess
the extent and nature of the problem, and then develop a plan and implement strategies that will keep our students
safe.

Crestview does maintain security cameras throughout our campus that provide coverage for both interior and
exterior areas of concern. Although the coverage is not complete, the Board continues to expand our video
surveillance coverage. The Board has also developed a comprehensive response plan and reviewed this plan with the
county sheriff and our local fire officials. All Crestview School Buildings practice safety drills on a regular basis.

In recent months, the Crestview School District has reaffirmed our commitment to eliminate bullying in our
schools. Teachers and administrators are collaborating with a committee of parents to develop strategies to address
concerns over bullying and keeping our students safe while in school. The committee has developed a multi-faceted
approach that will enlist the support of not only teachers and administrators, but also parents, community and
students.

The first step in this approach will be to offer a series of assemblies with law enforcement officials to help
make parents and students aware of the consequences of bullying. These assemblies will help parents realize how
they can become involved in building a positive school environment for our students. The second phase will involve
implementing a program for middle school and high school students that will help our students develop strong,
positive character traits. The program will be offered through Mainstream Lifesolutions and will train a select group
of students in the high school and middle school to become leaders in creating a positive school culture. Finally, we
want to make available to our students a new tool that will help them report school safety and/or bullying concerns.
The Bully/Safety Tip Line is now active on the Crestview Education Connection. Students can report bullying/safety
issues anonymouslyto the school by calling the Education Connection at (330) 482-5618. The menu will direct you
to the Bully/Safety Tip Line with directions on how to record your information and forward it to the proper authority.
The Bully/Safety Tip Line will also allow the student reporting the incident to choose an incident number and they
will be able to call back at a later time to receive an update on the status of their incident.

The students have not just learned about plants, but about the
food groups and how much of each food group they need
each day. We have talked about being physically active, and
will continue learning more about what we need to eat and
do, so that they may grow to be healthy adults. If you have a
student in 1% or 3™ grade I ask that you talk to them about
what we learn each week, I have learned from teaching
them, and I hope they have something to share with you.

Also, looking ahead to the summer, if you know of any
individuals or groups that would be willing to take a week to
water and weed the garden, please let me know, as I am
trying to work out a volunteer schedule. This would count
as community service hours for high school students or a
great community service project for your 4-H group or Boy
Scout Troop. As you can see, there are many ways for the
community to be involved. The grant was for one year, but
our goal is to keep the garden growing each year. We would
like to add a butterfly garden so the students may use this in
their Science lesson. There are many lessons that could be
reinforced by using the garden, but it can only happen with
help from the community.
