Message from the Superintendent 
 

Dear Rebel Family: 
 
Crestview Local School District finds itself in the familiar position of our final grading period for this school 
year. Can you believe we are in full swing with spring activities for our students? I encourage all of you to 
examine our web page, social media outlets and specific schedules for a list of those activities and events. We 
would love to see you supporting the students as they feature their individual skills, team achievements and bring recognition 
to Crestview Local Schools. 
 
Spring also marks the important academic features related to testing. Our High School students are in the midst of End of 
Course assessments that are tied to graduation requirements. Grades 3 - 8 students are applying their knowledge to various 
achievement assessments relative to their grade level state requirements. Making sure that students are well rested and have 
proper nutrition will increase readiness for this important task. 
 
Open Enrollment for the 2022-23 school year is now open! If you plan to open enroll your child in the Crestview Local 
School District for next school year, you must complete the online application by Friday, May 27th.  The application can be 
found online at crestviewrebels.org, under forms and links. Returning students can use the application titled, "22-23 
Returning Student Open Enrollment."  Students who did not attend in the 2021-22 school year are also welcome to apply by 
using the application titled, "22-23 New Student Open Enrollment." Students who are accepted as new students will be 
invited to attend a registration day to be held in early August.  All applicants will receive a letter in June advising you of your 
child's acceptance and/or denial into the Crestview Local School District. Acceptance is contingent upon availability of space 
in each grade, and first preference will be given to those students who have previously attended.  If you have any questions, 
please call the Superintendent's office at 330-482-5526 option 1.
