Dear Rebel Nation: 
 
The country has been rocked by violence and most recently school violence. I had a wise professor, Dr. Robert Pegues, 
who said: ñSchools are only a reflection of the society around them.ò It means schools are a mirror. If there are 
weapons or drugs around, then they will be in the school. Violence has happened at concerts, churches, post offices, shopping malls, and 
schools. If your own community has less problems then your school will also have less. We are blessed to have a wonderful community; 
however, we are not immune to the problems of society. We have less problems but still there are problems. I wish we could wave a wand 
and cure the evils; however, we canôt.  For the first time since Columbine in 1999 students are saying enough is enough. 
 
On March 14, students are being encouraged from national organizations and media to walk out of school for 17 minutes in honor of the 
students from Parkland, Florida. This is not the school pushing this, it is society. Some schools are saying if you leave, you are suspended. 
We are saying, please donôt leave!  How do we know who is on the outside waiting to hurt them?  Our students have been meeting and we 
can give those that desire a place to meet for 17 minutes. This is leadership. Our students cannot vote, yet the decisions of adults is 
impacting them. They want to have a voice. This is about making sure government knows that they work for us! It is not about liberal or 
conservative. It is not about left or right. Our problems are not one variable, but many. The students desire to get politicians to notice and 
to work on those many variables. It is not as simple as guns or mental illness. Here are our plans for that day to accommodate a 17 minute 
intermission on March 14, 2018.

In addition, the school system is continuingly working on safety. We work closely with our Officers, re-evaluate our safety plans with 
monthly meetings, meet with consultants from Homeland Security, and practice drills. We have added two mental health professionals and 
a Health Assistant in the last two years. As a team,  we have met and will be adding additional measures to enhance our well planned 
process. Life is a process of continual reflection and changes. Here are some additions: 
 
1. Adding hours for our School Resource officers. 
2. Adding extra secure locks to classroom doors for lockdowns. 
3. Run safety simulations with a representative from Homeland Security. 
4. Working on changes to limit building entrances during the school day. 

 
We donôt talk much about our security plan, because whatôs in it is not advertised so that we can protect our children. However, at this 
time we wanted to share what we could, because failure to speak sometimes causes others to question what is being done. 
 
In March, we have many other important events. First, we hope to see everyone at Beauty and the Beast on March 16, 17 & 18.  We have 
wonderful students and as a community we get to celebrate their excellence and keep life simple. There will also be a character breakfast 
Saturday, March 17th.  As some of you know, March 17th  is  my favorite day of the year!  We get to celebrate happiness and friendships 
on St. Patrickôs Day.  Also on March 20, 2018, the high school juniors will take the ACT.  All freshmen, sophomores, and seniors will 
start late. 
 
Finally,  we remind you to have some fun on March 17th; therefore, I close with a piece of a poem. 
Look out for that Big Leprechaun!
